The Definition as attached to Member Fee Schedule is: 

Category 3 Non-Rider/Non-Competitor Membership is for the applicant who DOES NOT ride a horse 

at ANY time, either for pleasure, exercise or training & DOES NOT COMPETE as a rider or hander of 

a horse in ANY competition or event. 

24/7 Personal Accident cover is a benefit for Active memberships that does not extend to Non Active 

members. Risk Management is vital in our Sport; our active members have the security of knowing if 

an accident occurs they have cover under the SHC Policy. An Active membership may be taken out if 

the member wishes to have that level of cover even if are not an exhibitor.

MEASURING & THE SHOW HORSE COUNCIL DATABASE 

Most current measuring records are now attached to each horse’s Stud Book record in the Show 

Horse Council Database, and Affiliates conducting shows via the Show Module are able to request a 

report of all horses entered & their current height measurement.  Affiliates forward information on 

measuring after each event/measuring day, and the Registrar ensures that this information is 

attached to the relevant Stud Book records.   

Current financial members are able to access measuring details by using the “Search Stud Book” 

option in the Main Menu and finding the horse’s record.  If a measure has been entered the height, 

date measured & expiry date are displayed in the “profile” section for the horse. 

If an error has inadvertently been made, or a horse holds a current height measurement that is not 

showing on their Stud Book record – please email a copy of the measuring card to Roseanne at the 

Show Horse Council Office and she will make sure that the records are amended.
